Requirements & Expectations for the Inquiry Study:
How Writers Get Ideas



Overview:

Our study in writing workshop will be a close look at how writers get ideas. Using examples from excellent writing in a variety of genres, we’ll focus our study around these guiding questions:

1. How do writer’s get ideas for their work?

2. How will you use a writer’s notebook to gather ideas?

3. How have quick writes helped you as a writer? 



Expectations:
Each of you will be expected to participate in the inquiry of this study and to use your writer’s notebook to experiment with generating ideas based on what you’re learning from the study.  The due dates for the process of your writing projects are outlined below.

As in every class-wide unit of study, you may choose to work on “back up” work during writing workshop after the work of the study has been completed. 



Timeline: Two weeks



Date:

1. Describe how you got the idea for one seed in your writer’s notebook. Explain how and why you have chosen it. 

Date:

1. Turn in a notebook chart that records and explains how you’ve gotten ideas for the writing in your notebook. What have you written about, and how did you get the idea to write about it? 

2. Turn in a notebook chart that records and explains how writers get ideas for their writing pieces. Talk about an author who has influenced you to write something. Who is that author? How did he or she influence you?
