To assess these concepts, your child will be asked to do the following:

1.  Using a word bank, match vocabulary words to the correct definition.
2. Writing short answers to questions related to the women’s role, women’s power, what lead to the development of the Iroquois Confederacy, what the purpose of the Iroquois Confederacy was, and what activities the Iroquois engaged in during the winter months.
